As part of this contract, the existing sprinkler head configuration will have to be
revised to suit the new layouts. The scope of revision applies to branch lines
only. 4” mains are expected to remain in the same place. As-Built drawings of the
sprinkler system are not available.

According to local distributers of resilient flooring RBF1 & RBF2: American

Biltrate: Marathon Oasis, this line has been discontinued. Is that open for
replacement?

BF1 and RBF2 (American Biltrite: Marathon Oasis) were
not proposed for this renovation project.



Question 10:

There is a discrepancy in the specifications regarding window shades.

Section 01 42 13 Page 3 of 17 lists BS (Blackout Shade), while Page 16 of 17
lists WS (3%) and WSBO (Dual Shade 3% + Blackout). Section 12 specifications
mention both 3% and Blackout fabrics but do not clarify their locations.

Please confirm whether all window shades are to be 3% or Blackout, or Dual
shades (3% + Blackout).

Answer 10:

We assume you are referring to Section 12 24 13 which is only 5 pages. Refer to
revised drawing A210 — Reflected Ceiling Plan issued as part of this Addendum.
There is a combination of WS and WSBO types. Type and location are indicated
on the Drawings. For the purposes of this Tender, the term ‘WS’ refers to single
shades with 3% shade fabric. The term ‘WSBOQO’ refers to a dual shade with 3%
shade fabric and Blackout fabric.

Question 11:

For the Braille signs, please confirm if UV-printed Braille would be acceptable in
lieu of raster Braille signs?

For FG type doors, glass shall be 6mm (min.), tempered as indicated in
Specification Section 08 80 00. Paragraph 2.2.4.

Please provide the location of the new window type W5 referenced in the
Window Schedule on drawing LA-02.

The
infill wall is to match the existing wall construction.

Question 49:

Demolition Note 12 on Drawing A0.0 indicated creating an opening for new
windows. Provide a typical section through the proposed window, including sill
details, head /lintel detail, and jamb details. Also advise type of existing exterior
finish to be repaired at these locations.

For proposed window dimensions, refer to drawing LA-01 for W3 window
dimensions. For existing wall assembly description EW4 refer to Existing
Drawing A3. The wall is wood framed with exterior siding. For the purposes of
this Tender, the work associated with framing the opening would be undertaken
from the inside. Lintels over new openings shall be in accordance with lintel RL1
as indicated Existing Drawing S3. Opening through the exterior metal siding
finish shall be neat and finished with metal trims to match existing adjacent.

LVT-1 is noted to include underlay; however, LVT-1 is typically installed using a
glue-down method and does not require underlay. Kindly confirm if underlay is
required for LVT-1.

An underlay is not
required. Substrate shall be prepared for LVT installation so as to minimize

telegraphing imperfections through the finish.

Drawing A204 indicates new flooring at Vestibule 08, Stair Room 25, Vestibule

part of this Addendum. Floor finishes in Vestibule 08 and 01, Stair Room 25 and

Laundry and Mechanical Room 22 are to remain as existing and are not included
in the flooring replacement scope.

With reference to 2/A203, please specify the type and thickness of subflooring
required for the second floor.

Answer 62:

Refer to Drawing A203 bearing revision 3, for subfloor removal and replacement,
new floor framing descriptions, and associated notes.

Question 63:

As per as-built drawing details 2A/S5, B/S6, and C/S6, the existing second-floor
subfloor is located at the underside of the bottom plate of the wood stud framing.
Cutting the existing subfloor may create instability in the wall framing. If removal
of the existing subfloor is required, please advise the exact location where the
subflooring is to be cut from the exterior wall.



Answer 63:

To prevent damage to the wall framing, saw cut the subfloor 25mm inch away
from the exterior wall interior face. Refer to Detail 3/A203 bearing revision 3.

What is the height of the 2275 mm long Partition Type P1 shown in Room 09 on

drawing LA-027? This partition is not shown on the ceiling plan 1/A210 or the floor

Refer to revised Drawing A204 — Floor Finish and Furniture Plan issued as part

of this Addendum. Corridor 03, Corridor 07, Room 29, and Waiting Area 32 are to
be painted.

Question 98:

In Drawing A204, paint (PNT-3) is specified for all exposed steel in the vehicle
bay ceiling (including joists, deck, conduits, pipes, gas lines, and sprinkler
piping), as well as sectional and four-fold door jambs. If this is required, please
provide the as-built architectural and structural drawings.

PNT-3 is not required and is deleted from the project. The areas referenced in
the question are not applicable to this project.



Question 99:

Please confirm the dorm sliders are HM door barn style with no frame. Please
provide specification for sanitary napkin disposal. Please confirm no new
accessories in room 15.

Refer to revised Drawing A004 bearing revision 3 for information related to Dorm
Sliders. For sanitary napkin disposal, refer to Project Specification 10 28 00 —
Washroom Accessories and Janitor Accessories, issued as part of this
Addendum. B.F. Lav Room 15 is existing and is not part of the scope of work.

Question 100:

When the subfloor of the second floor is removed, the existing ceiling below
cannot be retained, as the ceiling hangers are attached directly to the subfloor.
However, Plan 1/A210 indicates that the existing ceilings at Reception 02,
Kitchen 12, Corridor 03, Corridor 07, and B.F. Lavatory 15 are to remain, which is
not feasible. Additionally, removal and reinstallation of drainage piping and HVAC
ductwork in these areas will require the ceilings to be removed.

Answer 100:

The ceiling hangers are unlikely to be attached to the subfloor itself, they are
likely attached to the second-floor framing which is to remain. With regard to
ceilings noted to remain, refer to revised Drawing A210 which indicates that the
existing ceilings noted to remain are primarily tile ceiling systems where the
existing tiles are now noted for replacement. Access to the u/s of the second floor
is feasible.

Question 101:

To complete the second-floor work, drainage piping and ductwork must be
installed within the ground floor ceiling. This will require removal of the ground-
floor ceiling and may cause inconvenience. Please advise whether a temporary
trailer will be required by the owner during the construction period. If so, kindly
provide the required trailer size.

Answer 101:

A trailer is not required however, the Client will work with the Contractor to
provide required access to areas of the building as required.



Question 102:

Since the addendum has not yet been issued, we kindly request that an
extension be granted upon its release to allow sufficient time for a thorough and
diligent review.
